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GOVERNANCE OF ASPRS COMMITTEES

· Each committee, as appropriate, will have a Chair and a Deputy Chair.


· The Deputy Chair will succeed the Chair, if appropriate.


· The term of appointment for the Chair and Deputy Chair will be for 2 years, with the option to serve additional terms.


· There will be, as appropriate, a designated Board Liaison to each committee.


· There will be, as appropriate, a designated Staff Liaison to each committee.


· Networking among the Executive Committee, the Board of Directors, the Chairs and Deputy Chairs, the general membership, and the sustaining members will be the primary mechanism for nominating candidates for positions on the committees.


· Committee leadership will be decided by the President with inputs from all interested parties.


· The President will appoint committee leaders by means of an official letter.


· Committee membership will be decided by the Chairs and Deputy Chairs.


· The Chairs will maintain a roster of members for their respective committees and will ensure an updated list of members is posted on the Society’s website.


· The President-elect will prepare a committee charge for each committee for issuance just prior to the Annual conference at which the President-elect is installed as President

ASPRS COMMITTEE GUIDELINES

1. Maintain a current committee roster/contact list including:

· Committee Chair

· Deputy (or Vice)-Chair

· Active members

· Board Liaison

· Staff Liaison

2. Maintain a listing and Roster for special Subcommittees or Task Forces.

3. Publish a Vision Statement for the Committee consistent with the Bylaws.

4. Concentrate committee activities on the current Committee Charges, outlining issues the committee and/or Subcommittees are expected to be addressing, including proposed schedules and outcomes.  The incoming President will renew the Committee Charges prior to installation

5. Submit a semi-annual REPORT to ASPRS HQ (for distribution to the Board) prior to the Spring and Fall Conferences and Board Meetings which contains as a minimum:


· Committee/Subcommittee Rosters

· Activities and status of current projects/issues

· Anticipated proposals to Board or ASPRS Executive Committee
6. Meet a minimum of once per year (typically at Spring or Fall ASPRS Conference) and more often by teleconference if necessary to carry out required Committee Charges or address other issues.

7. Maintain committee dialogue through email or teleconferences as necessary to conduct committee business (when face to face meetings are not possible).

8. Compose and distribute minutes of each formal meeting, including posting them to the ASPRS website.

TRAVEL SUPPORT FOR COMMITTEE CHAIRS

Travel support for committee chairs to attend the annual conference, beginning with the 2005 Annual budget, involves the following requirements:  

Committee chairs will:

· appear at the venue and hold the meeting, 

· submit a written report to the Board and address the committee charges

· adhere to the guidelines in the Committee Handbook

· attend the Committee Chairs meeting

· be actively engaged in the roster development of their committee.

Reimbursement would be for the annual conference only, for actual travel expense for advance purchase of airfare and public ground transportation to and from the airports, not to exceed $500 or choice of full conference registration in lieu thereof per the travel policy of the Board, as follows: 

· Per Board decision, when a Board member's authorized ASPRS travel reimbursement amount would exceed the cost of a full meeting registration, and when the Board member requests a complimentary full meeting registration in lieu of travel reimbursement, such complimentary full registration will be provided.

The rationale for this modification is that in some instances, especially with government travelers, it may actually be simpler for the traveler and his/her agency to have the reimbursement from ASPRS made in the form of the complimentary registration.  The travel costs would then be borne by the agency or employer.  In these cases, the registration fee is expected to be less than the travel cost, and therefore this option also works to the advantage of ASPRS. 

This policy provides for complimentary registration "in lieu of travel reimbursement."  As such, it would not apply for those not needing to travel and thus not having travel costs to reimburse – as with local Board members. Along that same line, it is expected that if the travel costs are less than the cost of a full registration, the travel expense would be reimbursed.

· If a Board member opts to drive to the meeting location as a cost-saving measure, ASPRS will reimburse for mileage at the IRS business-expense rate in effect at the time of the meeting (see expense form for current rate). 

· In accordance with the March 2, 1995 Board of Directors action, Board travel reimbursement requests and receipts must be submitted to ASPRS headquarters within one month after the meeting in order to be eligible for reimbursement. This policy is firm and only the full Board may issue a waiver.

Committee chairs should make their reservation directly with the lowest cost carrier no later than 25 days prior to the travel date, or contact Jesse Winch at 301-493-0290, Extension 101, or via email: jwinch@asprs.org, for ticketing assistance.  Jesse will provide the airline with a credit card for ticketing, and the ticket can be issued directly to the traveler.  Reimbursed travel costs are expected to be the lesser of this quote or the final ticket price.

Executive Committee

The Executive Committee shall consist of the President, President-Elect, Vice-President and the Immediate Past President and four Directors chosen by the Board of Directors from it own number.  The Executive Director shall be an ex-officio member without voting rights.  The President shall chair the Executive Committee.
